Upon Booking:

You must select the restaurant of choice for your dinner vouchers. Please tell us the
number of your party that will be dining at each restaurant.

You must select the time and your menu of choice for your catered luncheon from the
Village Food Emporium options. T he menu is for the entire group, and individual
preferences, cannot be accommodated except where automatically provided in the
menu.

Your group must pay a deposit of $89 per room booked. If one person pays the
deposit for the entire group, that person must collect the deposit from the other
participants.
